· January 29th @ 11am– to fill out paperwork and receive detailed information on the Convention

· February 26th @ 6:30pm– to gather with other area youth going to Convention, to make a banner and decorate t-shirts for us to wear our first night

These are the only dates NOT listed in the schedule, but please plan to attend them as they are very important.  The Youth Convention is an amazing Catholic experience that we feel can give our candidates the chance to have an authentic encounter with Christ.  We spend our weekend in prayer, community, learning, and meeting many new people.
In May (20-21) we will be doing a retreat, to get away and reflect on our journey and also have some fun!  It will either be at Letchworth or Camp Red Pines, and we will invite our sponsors (or parents) to come along or at least join us at the end of the retreat.  More details will come as plans are finalized.
Finally, I am requesting June 11th as our Confirmation Mass date; I will not know if this has been accepted by the Bishop’s Office until January or February, but I will let you know as soon as it is confirmed.
